· the Project Partner has been duly acquainted with the content of the legal bases defined as legal bases of this call for proposals and shall keep track of any potential amendment to the legal bases,
· the Project Partner shall comply with the relevant national and EU regulations, in particular with regard to public procurement and state aid rules and the specific criteria of the Programme,  

· the Project Partner is not subject to bankruptcy, composition proceedings or proceedings for liquidation or deletion from the Register of Companies without liquidation, 

· the Project Partner was not on 31 December of the year prior to the publication of the call for proposals, insolvent as defined by Article 14 of the Financial Operations, Insolvency Proceedings, and Compulsory Dissolution Act (ZFPPIPP), (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia No 13/14 – UPB, 10/15 – corrigendum, 27/16, 31/16 – Decision of the Constitutional Court, 38/16 – Decision of the Constitutional Court, 63/16 – ZD-C, 54/18 – Decision of the Constitutional Court and 69/19 – Decision of the Constitutional Court, 74/20 – Decision of the Constitutional Court, 85/20 – Decision of the Constitutional Court), or the condition is met with the reasonable application of the national law of the country where the project partner is established,
· there is no ban of the Project Partner on doing business in relation to the Programme Operator as it comes from Article 35 of the Integrity and Prevention of Corruption Act (ZIntPK), (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia No 69/11 – UPB and 158/20),   

· the Project Partner’s beneficial owner under Article 33 of the Prevention of Money Laundering and Terrorist Financing Act (ZPPDFT-1), (Official gazette of the Republic of Slovenia No 68/16, 81/19, 91/20 and 2/21 – corrigendum) is not involved with money laundering or terrorist financing, or the condition is met with the reasonable application of the national law of the country where the project partner is established,
